Meeting – Baxter Road Notes – 8/29/2011; 

“Closure of Country Ridge at Baxter”
Attendees:

Purpose:
To understand the new phases of construction recently announced
Originally, the Baxter and Country Ridge intersection was going to be closed for three months in the spring of 2012.  Closure of Baxter would have been from Country Field to Isleview.  Work to be completed would have been lowering of Baxter / CR, and replacement of the box culvert at / near Baxter and Isleview.

Some utility work that remains, and favorable weather have resulted in alteration of the and moving up some of original plan

The new project plan:  

(1.) Baxter / Country Ridge, Phase 1.  The new Baxter roadway will be built and paved from the Clarkson end of the west lanes to past the two homes that front on the west side of Baxter.  This surface will be permanent blacktop.  
(2.) At this time, the Baxter & Country Field (CF) intersection can be reopened.

(3.) When paving is complete, on or about 9/6/2011 (schedule slips could occur due to weather or project interruptions), Country Ridge (CR) will be closed on the west side (e.g. on the Monument Park side) of Baxter.  This closure of CR will be in place for 6 – 7 weeks.
(4.) The current Baxter Temporary traffic lanes will continue to function and carry Baxter traffic.  There will be no exit or entrance to / from the west side of Country Ridge.  There will be entry / exit on the East side of Baxter at the Country Ridge intersection.

(5.) The west side of Baxter at CR can then be lowered (approximately 5 – 6 feet).

(6.) The retaining walls on both west side corners of Baxter at Country Ridge will be constructed.

(7.) The Meadowbrook Utility Conduit will be installed.  This conduit will carry irrigation water and power to the area in front of the 4-corners of Baxter & CR.  The first section will run from the current ground level of our Monument Park, down to the area in front of the new retaining wall on the Monument Park corner.  There will be only one conduit under Baxter Road; it will run from the Monument Park at the base of the retaining wall to half way across Baxter heading for the monument area on the East side.  There will also be a conduit from the Monument Park side running under Country Ridge to the other corner on the west side of Baxter.  This will complete approximately ½ of this Utility Conduit.

(8.) Baxter / Country Ridge, Phase 2.  This is currently scheduled to commence immediately following completion of  CR/BR Phase 1.  Dates could change due to project and/or weather changes – estimate late fall.  Traffic will be transferred onto the newly constructed base pavement and Country Ridge to the west will be reopened.  The current Temporary lanes will be closed at Baxter and Country Ridge which will include the closure of Country Ridge to the east to Courtleigh Lane.  This will allow lowering of the East side of Baxter along with Missouri-American Water Company’s relocation of their 20” water main at Country Ridge.  
(9.) The remainder of the Utility Conduit will be installed, consisting of completing the section under Baxter road, and a new section on the east side of Baxter under Country Ridge.  This will allow Utility Conduit access to all four corners of the Baxter / Country Ridge intersection
(10.) By early December, construction of both Baxter lanes at Country Ridge will be complete and Country Ridge will be reopened to Baxter.

(11.) Notes:

a. There will be approximately 7 feet from the base of the retaining walls to the sidewalk

b. The traffic signal poles will be located in the area between the base of the retaining walls and the sidewalk
c. StL County DOT will install the Utility Conduit under CR / Baxter.  We will be responsible for running irrigation and power connections into the Utility Conduit system.
Spring 2012:  the scheduled three month closure of both Baxter Lanes from the Clayton side of Country Ridge to Manor Creek Drive will occur.  This will allow replacement of the large box culvert that runs under Baxter Road.
